Consistent with our vision/mission, we have traditionally invited new Community Partner organizations to collaborate with the Consortium in carrying out our work plan. The Consortium seeks to bring together a wide array of organizations and individuals to mobilize the community’s assets to solve complex social problems.  As the Nominations Committee reviewed current membership, six organizations were determined to be key potential partners in furthering the goals of the Power of We Consortium and its member coalitions and committees.  The Nominations Committee recommends that we offer membership as Community Partners to:
· Indigenous Youth Empowerment Program (IYEP): The Indigenous Youth Empowerment Program is a Lansing-based not-for-profit focused on enriching the lives of Lansing-area urban Native American youth through developing a sense of community, culture, health (mental and physical) resulting in potential improvements in youth academic achievement. IYEP is a collaborative project including MSU’s Residential College in the Arts and Humanities, the Native American Program in the Lansing School District, and the Native American Family Outreach Advocate from the Ingham County Health Department. IYEP is committed to lowering the Indigenous student drop out rate (presently at approximately 60% nationally) by connecting various local communities to youth.

· Lansing Black Chamber of Commerce, a nonprofit affiliate of the Michigan Black Chamber of Commerce, was recently established to provide resources and advance the issues of the Lansing black business community. The Lansing Black Chamber of Commerce is the newest of several black business chamber organizations to be chartered and launched within Michigan, and represents the first black business advocacy organization in Lansing.

· Michigan Disability Rights Coalition has a philosophy that an organization is as successful as its representation. Our board and staff have developed a series of statements upon which our reputation is built. We work for a world of liberty and access for all. Michigan Disability Rights Coalition is a disability justice movement to transform communities. As a strategy we work on policy impact and the results and issues of policy to the grassroots.

· Mid-MEAC (Mid-Michigan Environmental Action Coalition) was founded on Earth Day 1993 by a dedicated grassroots group of community activists who saw the need for a focus on environmental issues in Clinton, Eaton and Ingham Counties. From river cleanup projects to monthly land use lunches, Mid-MEAC is committed to helping translate environmental concerns into action by providing education, advocacy and volunteer opportunities. Recognized as the leading Mid-Michigan environmental action organization, Mid-MEAC is focused on river protection, green transportation, land use and sustainability. 







· One Love Global, Inc. (OLG) is committed to revitalizing urban centers and creating sustainable communities where justice, peace and opportunity are attainable for all children. In the Capital Area, OLG provides management support and coordination for the Community Coalition for Youth, Ingham Change Initiative, and Infancy to Innovation Lansing Equity Project (i2i – formerly Birth to Work). Over the past three years One Love Global has collaborated with a multitude of organizations and individuals to create innovative pilot programs that serve children and families such as Power of 9, Lansing Hip Hop Appreciation Week, and the Peace & Prosperity Youth Action Movement.
